Grades of Adjectives (Grados de adjetivos) 

Los adjetivos que pueden variar en el grado o intensidad tienen formas comparativas y 
superlativas. En la siguiente sección, están las reglas sobre cómo formar estas formas 
comparativas y superlativas. 

El grado positivo 

fast (rápido),  hard (duro),  smart (listo),  pretty (bonito),  

 clean (limpio),  large (grande),  small (pequeño),  old (viejo),   easy (fácil)… 

Ejemplos: Juan runs fast.(Juan corre rápido.) 

Angela’s room is clean.(La habitación de Angela está limpia.) 

I am tall.(Soy alto.) 

El grado comparativo 

Al hacer comparaciones, podemos destacar la superioridad, inferioridad o igualdad de 
calidad de uno a otro. La estructura de cada uno de estos grados de comparación es 
diferente. 

1. Comparativos de superioridad. En las comparaciones de superioridad, el adjetivo, 
que está en la forma comparativa (véase más adelante), es seguido por “than”. 

Example: 
 
  Juan runs faster than Mark.(Juan corre más rápido que Mark.) 
  Angela’s room is cleaner than Sue’s.(La habitación de Angela está más 
limpia que la de Sue.) 
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2. Comparativos de inferioridad. Para formar este tipo de comparación podemos usar 
las conjunciones “not as…as” or “less…than”. En ambos casos, el adjetivo está en el 
grado positivo. 

3. Comparativos de igualdad. Con el adjetivo en el grado positivo, utilizamos la 
conjunción “as…as” para formar las comparaciones de igualdad. 
 
  Mark is as fast as Juan.(Mark corre tan rápido como Juan.) 
  Sue’s room is as clean as Angela’s.(La habitación de Sue es tan limpia 
como la de Angela.)   

El grado superlativo 

El grado superlativo denota la calidad en el grado más alto y como en español, 
se usa “the” delante del adjetivo en la forma superlativa . 
Ej: Juan is the fastest .(Juan es el más rápido.)   

Nota: Si el adjetivo es posesivo, no se usa “the”. Además no se usa “the” si 
comparamos algo con si mismo.

ADJETIVOS IRREGULARES - COMPARATIVO Y SUPERLATIVO 
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CONOCIMIENTO CIENTIFICO 

� El superlativo siempre va precedido del artículo determinado: the 
fastest, the tallest, the most intelligent. 
 

� En el caso de los adjetivos de una sílaba, formamos el superlativo 
añadiendo -est al final: tall --- tallest. 
 

� Si el adjetivo tiene dos sílabas, podemos añadir -est o bien 
poner most delante del adjetivo. En muchos casos se utilizan las dos 
formas, pero una es más habitual que la otra. 
 

� Si el adjetivo tiene tres sílabas o más, formaremos el comparativo 
añadiendo most: important --- the most important. 
 

� Cuando el adjetivo termina en consonante + vocal + consonante, la 
última consonante debe repetirse antes de añadir la 
terminación: fat --- fattest. 
 

� Y si acaba en -y, debemos cambiarla por una i: happy --- happiest. 
Pero todas las reglas tienen sus excepciones, y el superlativo en 
inglés no es una excepción. Y es que algunos adjetivos son 
irregulares en sus formas de comparativo y superlativo. Estos son 
algunos ejemplos de los superlativos irregulares más comunes: 

� Bad --- worse 
� Good --- best 
� Far --- furthest / farthest 
� Little --- least
